1. Zip open the existing armrest cover on the driver’s
seat, and pull back the cover as shown.

2.  Remove the hex nut, small washer, and large
washer that secures the existing armrest, and
remove the armrest.
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3. Remove the base (two bolts). Set the armrest and
the base with bolts aside; they will not be reused.

4. Using atape measure and a felt-tip pen, measure
and mark the seat-back cover in the area shown.
Cut out the marked area on the seat-back cover
with a utility knife, then go to step 7.
