25. Check the operation of the AM/FM CD tuner as
described in the owner’s manual supplied.

26. Reinstall all removed parts.

27. Putthe Accessory User's Information Manual in
the glove box for your customer.

28. Do the ECU idle learn procedure:
e Make sure all electrical items are turned off.

e Start the engine. Hold the engine speed at
3,000 rpm with no load (in Park or Neutral) until
the radiator fan comes on.

e Let the engine idle for about 5 minutes with
the throttle fully closed and with all electrical
items off.

NOTE: If the radiator fan comes on during this
step, the time when it is operating must not be
included in the 5 minutes.

NOTE: When the battery is disconnected, the driver’s
window AUTO function is disabled.

e Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s
window switch until the window is fully open.

e Pull up on the driver's window switch to close the
window completely, then hold the switch for 2
seconds or more.

e Lower and raise the driver’'s window to check
operation of the driver’'s window AUTO function.
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
